The night before Jesus was crucified, He turned to His disciples and emphasized that they 
should love one another. He would no longer be physically present with them, so He made 
sure they understood that the key to their survival physically and spiritually was that they 
would have to love one another in a new way. That new way was demonstrated in how 
Jesus loved them while He was with them. (John 13)

I. Understand the Love of Jesus.

“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so 
you must love one another. By this all men will know that you are my 
disciples, if you love one another.” - John 13:34-35

Love is a COMMAND. - “a new commandment”

When you join the Corps, one of the first principles that you are taught is to love 
your buddies. You are no longer to look out for yourself, but you are to consider 
your buddies in everything you do.

Jesus gives us a command. We are to love one another. How are we to know how to 
love one another?

Love is a PERSON. - “as I have loved you”

We know what love is by knowing Jesus. The best way to learn about love is to 
study the life of Christ. He defines love by what He says and does.

What do you know about Jesus’ love for us that defines what love is?

Love is a TESTIMONY. - “By this all men will know that you are my disciples”

If Jesus is love and you love others like He loves, then others will see who Jesus is 
through you.

How would loving like Jesus loves be a testimony to those around you? How is it 
different from the love that comes from man?
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II. Love other Christians as Jesus loves you.

What is your commitment level to them?

Jesus tells us to love one another as He has loved us. 

And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. Let 
us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage 
one another—and all the more as you see the Day approaching. 

Jesus makes it clear that we are to devote ourselves to one another in love so that we may 
encourage each other to live for Jesus in a world that opposes him.

Even in the midst of war, the United States has strived to reveal its goodness to the coun-
tries they battle. In a WWI Bible issued to soldiers, Theodore Roosevelt wrote,

Do Justice; and therefore fight valiantly against the armies of Germany and Turkey.
Love Mercy; treat prisoners well, succor the wounded, treat every woman as if she 
was your sister, care for the little children, and be tender to the old and helpless.
Walk Humbly; you will do so if you study the life and teachings of the Saviour.
May the God of justice and mercy have you in His keeping. - June 5th, 1917

words and actions.

But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my 
witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.

Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey every-
thing I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of 
the age. -Matthew 28:19-20
